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1. The Education (General Provisions) and Other Legislation Amendment Bill 2023 (the Bill) represents a significant review of the legislative framework supporting delivery of high-quality legislation in Queensland. The Bill amends the Education (General Provisions) Act 2006 (EGPA) and other legislation to ensure Queensland’s education legislative framework is contemporary and reflects emerging strategic directions for education, including the Queensland Government’s education strategy, Equity and Excellence: realising the potential of every student.
2. The Bill reflects the EGPA Review outcomes across three key areas for amendments: 
· protect students by: facilitating more proactive and proportionate sharing of information when a student transfers between Queensland schools; and allowing sharing of personal information to facilitate students accessing approved online services and support digital learning; 
· contribute to the good order and management of Queensland state schools by: improving procedural fairness for decision-making processes for school disciplinary absences (SDAs), including introducing a new appeal right for short suspensions; introducing student support plans; ensuring a student has access to education pending an enrolment decision; streamlining enrolment transfers between state special schools; implementing a school-based regulatory framework for state delivered kindergarten and updated eligibility criteria for eKindy; and updating provisions related to the operation of parents and citizens’ associations; and
· modernise and improve education services by: enhancing the regulation of home education; streamlining the home education registration process and providing that home education must be in the best interests of the child or young person; removing the use of gendered language; and acknowledging wellbeing, inclusion and diversity;
3. The Bill also makes other minor and technical amendments to improve the operation and effectiveness of legislation regulating education in Queensland. 
4. Cabinet approved the introduction of the Education (General Provisions) and Other Legislation Amendment Bill 2023 into the Legislative Assembly.
5. Cabinet noted the outcomes of targeted key education stakeholder consultation with a heightened focus on implementation lead time.
